String 3 300, Rapid -2 sighters then 2x 10 shots 70 sec, Prone, SR3 target.

String 4 400, Deliberate - 2 sighters then 20 shots, Prone, SR3 target — 22min

MATCH 2 - TACTICAL MATCH COURSE - “ANY Rifle” (any sight) (bi-pod or front rest etc only)
- Warm Up, 5 shots in 5 minutes @ 400. Entire match shot on SR3 target.

- Deliberate, 10 rounds in 3minutes (no marking), then directly into next string,
- Snap, 5x 6 second exposures to fire 10 rounds.
